To replace the bottom access panel of your computer, you need the 
iAMTconfiguration-mode number that is located on the original bottom 
access-panel of your computer. 

Follow the instructions on this tech sheet carefully to ensure that you:

• Remove the original bottom access-panel from your computer (see your 
Service Manual).

• Select the correct label that is provided in the replacement kit.

• Install the label in the correct location on the replacement bottom 
access-panel. 

To replace the bottom access panel:

1 Remove the original bottom access-panel from your computer (see your 
Service Manual).

 NOTE: If the original iAMT configuration-mode label is missing, damaged, 

or otherwise illegible, contact Dell to obtain your iAMT configuration-mode 

number (see your Setup and Quick Reference Guide for contact information). 
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2 Take note of the label that is attached to the inside of the cover.

You should see one of the following four yellow iAMT configuration-mode 
labels on the inside of the bottom access panel:

3 Select the matching label from the set of four iAMT configuration-mode 
labels that came with the new bottom access panel.

4 Install the new label in the matching location on the new bottom access 
panel.

5 Replace the bottom access panel (see your Service Manual).
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
