在 Latitude ON Flash 里使用帐户设置：
按键盘上的 Latitude ON 按钮 ( )。如果您未创建 Latitude ON Flash 用户帐户，显示消息并为创建您的帐户提供两个选择：

第一项选择是“使用您的 Windows 登录名创建帐户”。这是推荐方式。如果您选择这个按钮并且单击现在设置，您的计算机会重新启动到
Windows 操作系统。您可以选择 开始菜单>程序> Dell Latitude ON Flash 工具> Dell Latitude ON Configuration
Utility并且按如上所述创建您的帐户。您的 Windows 登录名会作为您的 Latitude ON Flash 用户使用，并且您仅需要创建一个密码。

您创建帐户后，运行初始向导。允许您设置一些初始首选项。您有机会：

选择语言和键盘。
查看终端用户许可协议（您必须单击接受才能继续）。
设置日期，时间和时区（未来您可以在设置面板更改日期和时间）。
指定网络设置。
配置一键访问 Web 电子邮件。您可以选择输入和基于 web 的电子邮件服务关联的电子邮件地址和密码。如果您这么做，未来每次您单
击邮件图标，您就能自动登录到该电子邮件服务。

选择默认的远程桌面协议 (Citrix® Receiver™, VMware® View Client, or rdesktop)。

 

完成初次向导后，您可以从默认位于 Latitude ON 屏幕底部的 LaunchBar 选择各种应用程序。 

配置未来的首选项，单击 LaunchBar 上的设置图标并使用设置面板。

注意：您设置 Latitude ON Flash 帐户后，可以随时从开始菜单打开配置实用工具（开始菜单 > 程序 > Dell Latitude ON Flash 工
具 > Dell Latitude ON Configuration Utility）。此实用工具能更改帐户或删除帐户。如果您删除了帐户，按键盘上的 Latitude
ON ( ) 按钮，会再次运行 Dell Latitude ON 帐户设置向导。

 

登录后



您创建帐户后，每次运行 Latitude ON Flash 会出现一个登录屏幕。如果有多个用户，不会显示您的用户名。单击更改用户并从列表上选择用户
名。 

如果您已经在 Windows 环境并按 Latitude ON 按钮，会休眠 Windows 并启动到 Latitude ON Flash 环境。

您成功登录后，会显示 Latitude ON Flash 第一屏。包括电子邮件、Web 浏览器、Chat 即时消息传递、VoIP (Skype™) 和目前您设为默认的
远程桌面应用程序的目标。

启用 LAN、 WiFi、 或 WWAN
在 Dell™ Latitude ON™ 模式下开始使用计算机时，您必须配置连接到 LAN、 WiFi、或 WWAN。第一次运行 Latitude ON Flash，初始向导
帮助您完成网络设置。您也可以随时配置设置，下文会解释。

1.  打开网络配置对话框：

单击 LaunchBar 上的网络图标 。 （鼠标悬停在图标上显示当前 LAN 和 WiFi 连接状态）。

连接局域网 (LAN)
标准自动连接：

1. 确保网络电缆已插入到计算机。
2. 电缆连接后，DHCP 服务在您的网络里默认可供使用，您可以自动获取正确的 IP/DNS 设置。

然而，如果您想手动指定连接设置：

1. 单击网络配置对话框左边的 LAN。

连接到无线网络 (WiFi)
1. 单击网络配置对话框左边的 WiFi。显示可供选的网络，信号强度和安全级别。

连接到未广播的 WiFi 网络，单击 + 图标。打开连接到网络对话框。输入网络名称和密码，和其他连接需要的其他信息。
3. 输入或选择 WiFi 网络连接信息（安全类型、IP/DNS 设置、密码等等）连接。如果您想手动设置 IP/DNS，单击高级设置。

 

连接移动宽带网络 (WWAN)
如果您已安装 WWAN 设备，此选项卡可供选择。否则，“无设备”将显示在网络配置对话框左边的 “WWAN” 下面，并且设置按钮将禁用。

另外，如果 WWAN 设备已安装， WWAN 图标  将显示在 LaunchBar 上。如果检测到设备，但是当前未启用，显示 。鼠标指针

悬停在图标上，显示当前 WWAN 连接状态和检测到的信号强度。单击图标打开网络配置对话框，WWAN 选项卡在激活状态。

注意：使用前，您的 WWAN 帐户和您的 WWAN 卡必须已激活/登记。另外，您第一次使用时，会提示您从下拉列表选择国家和 WWAN
服务提供商名称（运营商名称）。

如果 SIM 卡已插入，Latitude ON Flash 通常能检测到要求的信息并且自动创建配置文件，等待连接。 

您也可以手动创建一个配置文件。首先，注意：

WWAN 网络 EV-DO 类型（例如 Verizon 或 Sprint），不需要配置文件。
WCDMA WWAN 网络 （例如 AT&T），使用 WWAN 连接必须需要 配置文件。
WWAN 网络 WCDMA (UMTS) 类型，您需要知道接入点名称 (APN)，用户名，密码和 PIN 信息。

 

1. 在网络配置对话框左边单击 WWAN。

2. 如需要，单击设置访问高级设置的四个选项卡：配置文件，PIN，无线首选项和设备属性。

在配置文件选项卡，单击新建创建新的配置文件（指定配置名称，运营商名称，用户名，密码和接入点名称）。或，您可以选择已存在的配
置文件并且单击编辑修改，或删除删除他们。
如果您想输入或改变关联的 WWAN 个人识别数字，选择 PIN 选项卡。选中启用 PIN 复选框要求 PIN 输入，或如果想禁用此要求则不
选中（和建立 PIN，防止您的移动电话未经授权使用是相同的）。
在无线首选项选项卡，您可以指定使用连接的无线首选项。 
设备属性选项卡显示 WWAN 硬件设备的各种信息。

3.  结束设置四个设置选项卡，单击确定。您可以返回上一页，选中启用复选框。（注意这个启用复选框仅在 WWAN 配置文件已创建后才可供选
择）。启用复选框后，开始检测 SIM 和运营商（承运商）。在其期间， 信号强度和协议会交互显示。

4. 单击连接按钮连接到 WWAN 网络。连接成功后，按钮标签会从“连接"更改为 “未连接”。在按钮下的这三个图标显示下列状态：

   图标右边显示连接时间。

注意：如果您使用上述三个功能中一项的次数比其他两项多，您可以把其设为“默认远程桌面协议”。就是说您运行 Latitude ON 出现第一

 rdesktop

1. 在 LaunchBar 里，单击 rdesktop 图标  。

2. rdesktop 对话框，输入 IP 地址或您想连接的服务器域名称。
3. Windows® 登录窗口将打开。输入相关的用户名和密码，访问该服务器。

注意：您能右键单击 LaunchBar 上的 rdesktop 图标并从菜单选择编辑打开编辑 rdesktop 设置对话框。（也能单击设置面板里的应

 Citrix® Receiver™

设置 Chat 帐户
Chat 功能允许您使用现有的各种常用即时消息传递工具的用户帐户，与您的朋友聊天。您也可以把“好友”分组，以及执行许多其他功能。还可以
指定详细的首选项设置，同时登录到多个即时消息帐户。

单击 Chat 图标 。第一次启动 Chat ，将打开帐户对话框。要求您至少标识一个现有的即时消息账户，以使用 Chat 。 

1. 请确保您已经创建了至少一个支持协议里的一个或多个用户帐号。 
2. 单击帐户窗口里的添加按钮。打开添加帐户窗口。

3. 单击添加按钮。会显示一条消息，通知您想添加的人，告之您想添加他/她进您的好友列表。然后他或她可以选择是否允许。（通过同样的

从好友菜单选择添加组...。 打开添加组对话框。只需在请输入想要添加的组的名称字段里输入新组所需的名称，然后单击添加按钮。

在 Chat 窗口，单击一个组名显示当前在这个组里的所有好友名单。

注意如果您的鼠标指针悬停到列表里一个好友的名称上，会显示这个好友的相关信息。在显示信息里，“有你”表示此人是否把你加到他/她的好友
列表里。如果显示是，那么您是在他/她的好友列表中。

在初始向导期间，会让您选择此项。如果您在初始向导时跳过此设置，此后，在您第一次单击 Latitude ON Flash 主屏幕 LaunchBar 上的邮
件图标时会出现同样的对话框。

单击邮件图标 。  

如果您已经指定了使用 Latitude ON Flash 时采用的基于 web 的电子邮件服务，那么会自动运行该基于 web 的电子邮件服务的“登录页
面”，并且您可以正常输入登录名和密码。

如果您还未指定一个基于 web 的电子邮件服务，那么会打开编辑电子邮件应用程序设置对话框。选择您想使用的电子邮件服务。 
注意如果您选择 Outlook Web Access，那么要求您输入相关的 URL 地址、登录名和密码。 
如果您选择其他，您需要输入该基于 web 的电子邮件服务的 URL 地址。

单击结束。下次您单击上面图片里的邮件图标，会调用您选择的电子邮件服务。 
登录到基于 web 的电子邮件服务后，如果您想记住登录名/密码并且未来每次单击邮件图标时能自动登录，您可以使用该服务选项
的“保持登录”。

 

注意：您也可以查看并编辑电子邮件附件。如果附件为 PDF, DOC, XLS, 或 PPT 文件，您可以查看并/或编辑文件，但是注意文件仅能保
存到外部存储例如 USB 设备。

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使用 LaunchBar

启动 Chat 即时消息传递工具，让您使用现有的各种即时消息传递程序的帐户和朋友聊天，设
置想要的首选项。在 Chat 应用程序里能访问独立的 Chat 帮助文件。

VoIP。启动 Skype™，一个 VoIP (Voice-over-Internet Protocol) 应用程序，让您能免
费和其他 Skype 用户交流。在 Skype 应用程序里能访问的一个独立的 Skype 帮助文件。

通过 rdesktop 远程访问服务器。

通过 Citrix Receiver 远程访问服务器上的应用程序。

通过 VMware View Client 远程访问服务器。

启动 Music 应用程序，让您能播放 MP3 格式的音乐。在 Music Player 应用程序里能访问
到一个独立的 Music Player 帮助文件。

启动 Photo，一个图像查看器让您可以把 JPEG / BMP / GIF / PNG 文件整理到相册，并且

可移动存储设备指示器。可移动存储设备例如 USB 驱动器插入到系统时，该图标显示在

WWAN。如果 WWAN 设备已插入或已启用，此 WWAN 图标会显示在 LaunchBar 上。

WWAN 连接状态和检测到的信号强度。单击图标打开网络配置对话框，和激活 WWAN 选项

网络状态。把鼠标指针悬停在该图标会显示当前 LAN 和 WiFi 连接状态。单击该图标，打开网

音量。单击此图标打开音量控制框，即是在设置面板上单击音量打开的相同控制框。鼠标指针

帮助。单击此图标访问 Latitude ON Flash 在线主帮助文件。打开帮助窗口，单击帮助窗口右

上的  图标，访问关于框（显示版本和版权信息）。

打开设置面板，让您设置在 Latitude ON Flash 里的各种功能和行为的首选项。

进入操作系统。让您退出 Latitude ON Flash 并且登录到 Microsoft® Windows® 操作系
统。单击此图标后，会出现消息询问您是否确认。

关机。单击此图标后，系统要求您确认关闭计算机。您在此会话里做的任何更改会自动保存。

电池/交流电源状态。根据电源和电流强度显示的不同图标。（左边的图解只是部分例子）。鼠
标指针悬停在显示的图标上显示电源状态/级别。或如果您想打开环境设置里的电源管理选项卡

件。如果需要，您可以更改显示或关机的默认超时设置。如果您更改此设置，一个叫自定义的新
配置文件会自动为这些设置创建。
